The Baptism or gift of the
Hely Spirit is a cluster of glor-
ious miracles. I: includes, endue-
ment of power, prophetic lang-
uvage utterance, impartation of
divine nature and the manifesta-
tion of the fruit of the Spirit. It
also constitutes a beginning or in-
troduction into the gift realm.
Having received an utterance into
the gifts of the Spirit, miracle im-
partations may abound to every
needed gift, continuously. ‘“That
the man of God may be perfect,
thorouzhly furnished unto all
good works.” 2 Tim. 3:17. “Unto
every ane that hath shall be giv-
en.”
