We are born with sinward tendencies. The

devil  works on or through thesebad traits. As

iong ut they remain, Satan tr iesto pull  us a-

wt!, unti l  we are ful ly delivered. It  is a

,erious nistake to neglect seeking that perfec'

iion that is attained ihrough Cross bearing and

taking victory by faith. Just get close to the

Lordand rise abovethose circumstances so ar'

ranged by the Lord that they reach those traits

needing correction.
Isa.  26:  20,2I ,  te l ls  us,  "Come, ny people,

enter thou into tby chambers, andshut tby doors
about thee: hide thyself as i t  were, for a l i t t le
monent, unti l  the indignation be overpast. For,
behold, the Lord cometh out of His place to
punish the inhabitants of the earth for their
iniquit ies. " This is in the day of the Lord
which is rrow upon us. It  is t ime to hide, not
in a room, but in God. Jesus said, "Satan com'
eth and f indeth nothing in ne." I f  a denon
comes and finds no place to hang his coat or
hat, he wil l  not stay. I f  the powers of dark'
ness find no place in you that they may attach
they wil l  go away saying, " l  could not stay:
the place is becoming too small fom me."

There are several ways of escape, or chambers
one may enter. The choicest one is the trans'
lat ion. Become an overcomer, by gaining com'
plete victory and be caught up to the throne of
God. It  is a great cal l ing. You may say, "I
am a very ordinary person, witb small abi l i ty
and l i t t le training. " I t  is not this, but they
who face the Cross and get on the God'side of
everything, state or condit ion. They became
sanctif ied, spir i t ,  soul and body, without spot
0r wrinkle, blameless, every matter r ighted.
Satan can f ind nought in them. "Faithful is
He tha tca l l e th  you ,who  w i l l a l so  do  i t . "  Eph ,
5:25-2?; I  Thess.  5 :23,24,

There arises war in the heavenlies where
Satan operates. It  is a great f ight. Satan
and his bosts are cast down to earth, and his
Place is occupied by the heavenly army. I{hen
$atan sees he is defeated, he goes to persecute

tbe womanbutshe escapes intothe wilderness.

The most
powerful nanifestation in the world is the
wi tness or  wordof  God (Jno.  1 :1" ;  Rev.  1 :3,  9 . )
The dragon knew these people by their mark-
not the mark of the beast, but the witness of
Jesus. The nnark of the beast is blasphemous.
To take it  is to be lost eternally.

Satan makes war with this remnant, putt ing
then to  dea th  (Rev .20 :4 )  I f  you  a re  no tsp i r i -
tual enough to be caught up, or to get away
intothe wi lderness,  you may yet  "h ide"  bybe'
ing martyred. There are these three ways of
escape: 1. By the manchild company.

2. By the woman company.
3. By Martyrdom.

They are a l l  g lor ious,  the last  is  not  so at '
t ract ive.  This  is  no imaginat ion or  specula '
t ion,  someday you wi l l  f indyoursel f  in  one of
these three companies, unless you go the ordi '
nary way of the gtave, saved or lost.

The Lord does not conduct examination after
the manner of man, or question as to what you
can do, be or know: but can you conform to the
wil l  of God? "As many as are led by the Spir i t
of God, they are the sons of God. " Not merely
children but grown up sons. The Spir i t  must
have r ightof  waywhi le  wesay,  "Lord,  you may
do just what You choose with me. Put any
words in my mouth: they wil l  come forbh. Any'
where You put me is alr ight. " "Anywhere with

Jesus I can safely go;" is very beautiful to
sing wben you mean it ;  But i t  is bad to sing
and not stand up when the t ime comes, we tray
not know what is coming. Do we then hold reser'
vat ions? "Lord,  use me as You wi l l ,  but  don ' t
do that." How many have the "don't want to"
out of our hearts? . ' I  do not want to go this
way or with that one! " A mature son is LED.

The Lord bestows gifts for perfecting, ra-
ther than on those perfected. It  is a long road
from receiv ing the Spi r i t  to  ent i re  cruc i f ix ion,
so that  one wi l l  say,  "Lord,  I  wi l l  do i t '  but
le t  i t  be th is  way,"  Some people are sota lk '
at ive they cannot hear the Lord i f  He speaks.
There is a being sti l l -an upward look-a wait ing
